[Cases in which children are asked to stay at home due to unusual health condition]

The following criteria for attending kindergarten is in accordance with the Ministry of Health, Labour and
Welfare's "Guidelines for Prevention of Infectious Diseases in Daycare Centers".
Please follow these standards when your child is attending kindergarten.

(DFever
o Fever of 38 degrees or more within 24 hours.
o Antipyretics have been used within 24 hours.
o In addition to a fever exceeding 37.5 “C in the morning, the child has no energy and is in a bad mood,
has no appetite and is not eating breakfast or not taking hydration.
@Diarrhea
o Multiple watery stools within 24 hours
o Diarrhea occurs after eating or drinking water.
o Diarrhea and higher than usual body temperature at the same time
o No urination in the morning
o Being in a bad mood and lacking energy.
o Lack of energy and tiredness.
(3Vomiting
o Multiple vomiting within 24 hours
o Body temperature is higher than usual at the same time as vomiting.
o Lack of appetite and no desire for taking hydration
o Lack of energy and tiredness.
@Cough
o Coughing often wakes a child up at night.
o Coughing, wheezing, or dyspnea
o Rapid breathing
o Coughing easily with small movements
(®Rash
o When a child has a fever and a rash
o When the child is suspected to have a rash caused by an infectious disease and instructed by the doctor to
refrain from attending kindergarten.
o When the child has a severe canker sore and is unable to eat or drink.
o When the rash is on the face and the affected area cannot be covered.
o When there is too much exudate fluid and there is a risk of infecting other children.
o When the itching is so strong that the child scratches the affected area with his/her hand.

If we observe the above symptoms at the school, we will ask parents to keep children at home for the next
day, or request parents to send us a "Certificate of Permission to Return to School" (see attached). If there
are any uncertainties, please contact the admin office before sending your children to the school.
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
